CSA Club House Policies

Purpose: The CSA club house is the central focal point of the CSA’s property and our most valuable asset. The club house uses include our meeting /training room, bar, indoor range, and storage area. The club house can be made available (by a rental agreement) for private activities for both members and non-members with Board of Director approval. This policy also service as a regulatory tool to establish consistency using the following guidelines.

Rental Rates: 

1. CSA Members. As a member of CSA the rental rate is $75 per Day, plus a $100 clean –up deposit. The deposit is refundable if the property is properly cleaned after the event and no damage has been done.

2. Non-CSA Members. May request to the Board of Directors to rent the club house and must provide what activity will be taking place. The rental rate is $150 per Day, plus a $100 clean –up deposit. The deposit is refundable if the property is properly cleaned after the event and no damage has been done.

Special Note:

1. Renting of the club house does not include use of any of the ranges (including the indoor range). 

2. Renting of the club house does not mean that the ranges will be shut down (unless arrangements have been made and approved by the Board of Directors).

3. CSA can provide Bartenders, Beverages, snacks and food upon request at a normal CSA rate.

4. The Board of Directors has the right to wave any rental fees, but must have majority vote at a regular meeting.

Rental of the Trap Range:

1. The trap range can be made available for events upon Board of Director approval. However someone from CSA who is knowledgeable with the trap equipment must be present to oversee the operation. The rate will be based on a 25 clay target round and published in the club house.

If the Board of Directors approves the use of any range, a CSA officer or Board Member must be present during the range usage and serve as the Range Officer.
